• MUY 502: Introduction to Ethnomusicology (3 credits) 
• Independent Study in Ethnomusicology (3-4 credits) 
• ENS 215/216:  4 semesters’ participation in the Eastman School’s Zimbabwean Mbira or Balinese 

Gamelan Ensemble (4 credits) 
• Successful completion of an oral examination tailored to your studies and interests

the Eastman School.  The cover letter must include a personal statement explaining: 

1. Your interest in the Ethnomusicology Diploma Program
