Candidates must attend a live audition in Rochester to be considered for this award, are expected to have excellent sight-reading skills, experience 
in both vocal and instrumental accompanying, and must be fully prepared for their audition. Requests to change submitted repertoire cannot 
be accommodated.   
 
To audition for GA No. 21, you must submit this form to be received by December 1 and prepare the following: 
• The 1st movement (or selections as indicated below) of an instrumental sonata or duo, selected from Group A and performed with music.  
• One song from Group B, prepared in high, medium and low keys and performed with music.

• In addition, you will be asked to sight-read. 
 
For Degree Candidates in Piano Accompanying and Chamber Music ONLY 
 
Applicants to degree programs in Piano Accompanying and Chamber Music are automatically considered for Graduate Award No. 21.   
The MM and the DMA degrees in Piano Accompanying and Chamber Music require a collaborative audition in Rochester.  
 
Candidates must submit this completed repertory form by December 1. You will not be scheduled for this degree program audition if 
this completed form is not received by this deadline. Dr. Jean Barr, Director of the Accompanying Program, will assign appropriate 
collaborative artists (both singers and instrumentalists) for the audition.   
 
Audition Information: Applicants for the MM or DMA degrees with a major in Piano Accompanying and Chamber Music, must prepare: 
 

1. Two complete instrumental sonatas or duos selected from the enclosed repertory list (Group A) and performed with music. 
2. Five songs from contrasting stylistic periods, representing at least three languages, selected from the enclosed repertory list (Group 

B), prepared in high, medium and low keys, and performed with music. 
3. One aria from the enclosed repertory list (Group C), and performed with music. 
4. One memorized piano solo. 
5. Sight-reading.
