Dear Pathways Student and Parent, 
 

We hope that you have had a successful semester of study in the ECMS and that you are enjoying your class or ensemble as 

well as participating in the ECMS Saturday Recitals.  Once again it is time to submit your application form for continued 

study in Eastman Pathways.  Remember that every student must reapply each year.  This year we are allowing returning 

students to access applications and self reflections forms online.  You may either mail or bring the application to the ECMS 

office. 
 

Here is the Application Timetable: 
 

Until March 7:  Notify your RCSD music teacher that you intend to continue in Pathways and ask for his/her 

recommendation.  Teacher must submit the recommendation by March 7 to Deborah Harloff, Director of the Arts. 

March 10 - 22:  Print out online application/self-reflections form.  Complete and sign the application and self-reflection 

forms.  You may either mail or bring the application to the ECMS office, 3
rd 

floor, Messinger Hall, during regular business 

hours Monday-Friday, 8:30 a.m.-6:00 p.m., or Saturday, 9:00 a.m.-3:00 p.m.  You will receive your application checklist in 

person or in the mail depending on your method of submission.  If you have not submitted an application by March 22, 

we will assume that you are no longer interested.  Consequently, your spot will be filled by a new student.   

 Bring or mail a copy of the parent’s 2007 IRS form with Adjusted Gross Income on which the student is 

claimed as a dependent in a sealed envelope.  (If the 2007 is not yet prepared, you may submit the 2006 form; 

scholarships cannot be finalized until the 2007 form is submitted.) 

 Bring or mail your completed and signed Application and Self-Reflection Form 
 

March 31 - April 5:  Those who are required to audition in order to retain scholarship must schedule an audition.   

 Check your Mid-Year Evaluation form for your ECMS applied teacher’s numerical recommendation 

meaning:  
o 1= drop from program; you will have until April 11 to receive a 2 or better from your teacher or you will be dropped 

from the program; have the teacher report it to Jan Angus.  Call for audition time March 31-April 5 

o 2= student must audition or receive teacher’s “3” before by April 11 – have teacher report this to me; if not, you must 

call for an audition time during the week March 31-April 5. 

o 3=student will be continued without audition  
 Call the ECMS office (274-1400) to schedule an audition time 

 

Audition days:  Friday, April 25, 3-7 p.m., or Saturday, April 26, 12:00-7:00 p.m.   

Audition materials: scales and a level 2 or higher NYSSMA solo that demonstrates your highest level of achievement in 

tone and technique; sight-reading.   
 

May 16:  Acceptance notices for auditioning students will be mailed by May 18, 2008.  All accepted students (new and 

continuing) and parents are required to attend a mandatory Orientation Session at Eastman on Tuesday, June 3, 2008 

beginning at 6:30 p.m.  Registration and payment of the annual $20.00 registration fee begins at 6:00 p.m. 
 

Please take advantage of Advisement Day during Festival Week with Dr. Margaret Henry, chair of the theory 

department and academic advisor for ECMS, during which time you can discuss your courses and program.   
 

If you have extenuating circumstances and need an extension to complete any part of the application, you must contact me 

BEFORE the due date in order to be considered.  Feel free to contact me with any questions.
