Applied Music majors in Winds, Brass and Percussion have 8 credits in "Practical 
and Creative Musicianship Electives" as a Departmental Requirement for their 
degree.  Arts Leadership courses may be chosen to fulfill these elective credits 
as long as they have not been used to fulfill the requirements for their ALP 
certificate.
